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INSTRUMENT PANEL
The instrument panel has the following instruments:

PREHEAT INDICATOR LIGHT — (ltem 1) [A] — When
turning the key switch to the PREHEAT position, the light
comes ON, showing the glow plugs are heating.

ENGINE CHARGING LIGHT — (ltem 2) [A] — When the
alternator output is low the light will come on.

HYDRAULIC FILTER/ FLUID LIGHT - (Item 3) [A] -
When the hydraulic filter is plugged or the hydraulic fluid is
overheated, the light comes ON and the audible alarm
sounds. Stop the engine.

ENGINE OIL LIGHT - (ltem 4) [A] — When the engine oil
pressure is low, the light comes ON and audible alarm
sounds. STOP the engine.

LOW FUEL INDICATOR LIGHT — (Item 5) [A] - When fuel
level is low (approximately 2.5 gals. [9,3 L.]), the light
comes ON. Add fuel.

FUEL GAUGE - (Item 6) [A] — Shows the amount of the
fuel in the tank.

ENGINE TEMPERATURE GAUGE — (Item 7) [A] — Shows
engine coolant temperature. Audible alarm sounds and the
warning light (ltem 8) [A] comes ON when temperature
reaches 230°F. (110°C.). Stop the engine.

NOTE: To check oil pressure and hydraulic system
lights, turn the key to the ON position. The
hydraulic system light will turn off in 10
seconds. The oil pressure light will stay on and
the warning buzzer will continue to be
activated until either the key switch is turned
to the off position or the engine is started.

The hourmeter (Item 1) [B] is located inside the engine
compartment.

KEY SWITCH
The key switch has the following functions [C]:
A. Key switch is OFF, and the engine stops

B. PREHEAT position — Hold switch in this position to
activate the glow plugs for starting in cold weather.
See Decal (Item 1) [C] for glow plugs heating times
and also Page 23.

START the engine.

. ON (run) position — When the engine is running release
the key and this position is obtained automatically. The
fuel gauge and temperature gauge are illuminated
when the key switch is in the on (run) position.

NOTE: Always turn key switch and all accessories to
OFF position after the engine is stopped or
battery will discharge. Audible alarm will
sound if the key is in the ON position with the
engine stopped.

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AUXILIARY HYDRAULIC PEDAL

Quick Couplers

Current excavators and attachments have flush faced
couplers (ltem 1) [A].

To Connect. Remove any dirt or debris from the surface
of both the male and female coupler halves, and from
the outside diameter of the male coupler. Visually
check the couplers for corroding, cracking, damage,
or excessive wear, if any of these conditions exist, the
coupler(s) (ltem 1) [A] must be replaced.

Install the male half coupler into the female half
coupler. Full connection is made when the ball
release sleeve slides forward on the female coupler
and the sleeve is rotated.

Install the male half coupler into the female half
coupler. Full connection is made when the ball
release sleeve slides forward on the female coupler
and the sleeve is rotated so that the locking pins
(Item 1) [B] and the groove (ltem 2) [B] do NOT align
(Locked Position). This will prevent accidental
disconnection.

NOTE: If the locking pins and grooves (ltem 1) [C] are
aligned, accidental disconnection is possible.

To Disconnect. Rotate the ball release sleeve so that the
grooves (ltem 1) [C] are aligned with the pins (Item
2) [C] in the female coupler.

Hold the male coupler. Retract the sleeve on the
female coupler until the couplers disconnect.

Cold Temperature Starting Procedure
Use the following procedure to make starting easier:

¢+ Replace the engine oil with the correct type and
viscosity for the anticipated starting temperature. (See
ENGINE QIL SPECIFICATIONS Page 92.)

* Make sure the battery is fully charged.

NOTE: If the battery is discharged (but not frozen) a
booster battery can be used to jump start the
excavator. (See Page 49.)

Install an engine heater.

Follow the steps under Normal Starting Procedure and
repeat the steps below until engine starts:

Push the speed control lever fully forward to the high idle
position [A].

Turnthe key to PREHEAT position (Item 1) [B], the light will
come on. Preheat the engine as shown in the decal [C]
located on the right console.

Turn the key to START position (Item 2) [B] and start the
engine.

Release the key, and it will return to the (ON) run position
(Item 3) [B].

When the engine speed increases, move the speed control
lever immediately to the low idle position [A].

Turn the key to the OFF position (Item 4) [B] to stop the
engine.

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OPERATING PROCEDURE (Cont’d)
Operating In Water

When operating in water or crossing streams, first check
the soil conditions, depth and flow of the water. Never
operate in water higher than the bottom of the swing circle
[A].

NOTE: Be careful when crossing streams or
operating in water, so water does not flood the
engine compartment causing engine damage.

Mud and water should be removed from the machine
before parking. If possible, park the machine on boards or
concrete to prevent the track or undercarriage from
freezing to the ground and preventing machine movement.

Properly grease the Excavator when it has been operated
or immersed in water for a period of time.

Water must be removed from the cylinder rods. If water
freezes to the cylinder rod, the cylinder seals can be
damaged when the rod is retracted.

PARKING THE HYDRAULIC EXCAVATOR

Stop the machine on level ground. Lower the work
equipment and the blade to the ground.

Push the speed control (Item 1) [B] lever to the low idle
position.

Run the engine atidle speed for about five minutes to allow
it to cool.

Turn the key switch (Item 2) [B] to the OFF position.
Disconnect the seat belt. Remove the key from the switch

to prevent operation of machine by unauthorized
personnel,

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FUEL SYSTEM (Cont’d)
Fuel System Maintenance

See the SERVICE SCHEDULE Page 39 for the correct
service intervals.

To remove water and sediment from the fuel tank, turn the
upperstructure until the fuel tank is centered between the
rear tracks.

Open the drain valve (ltem 1) [A] at the bottom of the fuel
tank.

Drain contaminated fuel into a container.

Removing Air From The Fuel System

After replacing the fuel filter or when the fuel tank has run
out of fuel, the air must be removed from the fuel system
before starting the engine.

Open the vent (Item 1) [B] on the fuel filter housing.

Operate the hand pump (priming bulb) (Iltem 1) [C] until
the fuel flows from the vent with no air bubbles.

Tighten the vent.

Start the engine. It may be necessary to open the vent
(Item 2) [C] at the fuel injection pump briefly until the
engine runs smoothly.

Fuel Specifications

Use only clean, high quality diesel fuel, Grade No. 2 or
Grade No.1.

The following is suggested blending guideline which
should prevent fuel gelling problems.

Temp. F° No. 2 No. 1
+15°(9°) 100% 0%
Down to —20° (—29°) 50% 50%
Below —20° (-29°) 0% 100%

For local recommendations, the operator can contact his
fuel supplier.
