« Should be placed at least 125 mm (5 in) away from
sources of radiant heat

« Should be away from any potentially damaging sur-
faces, such as sharp or abrasive objects, sheet metal
holes, sharp metal flanges, etc.

« Should be placed at least 756 mm (3 in) away from bat-
tery vents
